4. The open space requirement shall be reduced to 40% subject to provision ,of an Outdoor Uving Area, designed in 

accordance with the RIJ Codes and directly accessible froman internal Jiving area. 

5. Otitdoor living Areas shall!be a minimum of 20m2 designed in accordance with the R4U code of the RD Codes. 

Setbacks 
6. The loc.itioo of oarages shaJI he in accordance with the locations stipulated. In the case of lots with re.ar lane 

access, if no location iis stipulated, the giarag;e shall be locatedl wit!,,access to the rear Fane only. 

7. Garag:es shall be setback a nunirnumof tomfrom a rear lane. In die case of lots with 1110 rear 1.iine, the g.arag:e shall 
be setback a minimum of 0.5m behi11d the dwelling. 

8. \\'here a boondary wall is proposed to be buE!t with a zero lot line, irt shallb~ limited to either the westernmost or 
southernmost boundary of the lot,ex,cept in the case of lots ditrecdy abutting Public Open Space IPOS}and a rear 
lane, where a zero Jot line is permitted to each side boondary providing1the leng1h of wall &s in accordance with 
the R30 provision of the Residential Design (RD) Codes.
